Councillor C. Moore reported that, on
the previous Wednesday. cars had been parked on yellow lines, grass verges and the Green
itselt near the Phoenix Chinese restaurant, and that this frequently happened. PC Gent would
speak to the manager and advise the Traffic Warden. Councillor P. Rayment reported
vandalism of street names in the Shirley Road/Merton Road area.

.2 Councillor D. Payne asked about Station Road and PC Gent said that he was aware of concern
and had spoken to the Traffic Warden. Councillor P. Bishop reported that he had approached
the County Council about having a lay-by designated for residents parking, s five residents
had no oftf-street parking. Councillor Payne noted that there were also access problems in
Station Road and Councillor T. Silk believed that a meeting of all interested parties was the
only way to tackle something, which affected both villages.

.5 PC Gent reported that there were problems of graftiti and youngsters hanging about, mainly
associated with drugs. Some youngsters had been found with cannabis in Homefield Park and
he was to talk to the Village College Warden about this. Although it appeared to be mainly
soft drugs, the problem existed and was being actively addressed. He suggested that
someone be nominated as a contact with him so that he did not have to sit through a meeting
that rarely had any police content.

3.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

The Vice-Chairman regretted the loss of a good Chairman with the retirement of Councillor
W.E. Easy, but reminded members that he could not have managed without the backing of all
the Council. He trusted that the Council would work together to support the new Chairman to
make collective decisions for the good of the village. He then invited nominations.
Councillor D. Payne was proposed by Councillor A. Cornell, seconded by Councillor D.
Upchurch. After Councillors T. Silk and C. Muncey declined to be nominated it was
AGREED that Councillor D. Payne be elected Chairman for the remainder of the year
1997/98.

('ouncillor Payne took the Chair, thanked nicinbers for their vote of confidence and hoped
that he would live up to this. He did not have the experience and knowledge of the previous
("hairman, but was committed to doing a good job and asked the support of all to do this.

Trattic Noise (Min 3.5) Councillor Bishop reported that the County Council had advised that
the A 14 was up to the Highways Agency, but the County Council had some influence and
should pursue the matter, perhaps by pressing for a mile or two of low-noise surface as an
experiment. Councillor P. Rayment reported that he and Councillor Gooden were soon to
meet the Highways Agency. It was noted that the Cambridge News had reported higher than
expected growth in traffic on the A14 and that the technology existed to reduce noise
problems, as could be seen on new roads and motorways.

Councillor C. Moore reminded the Council that virtually everything was moved by lorry and
noted that there would soon be complaints from Girton, where new houses were being built
right next to the Al14.

Parking- Station Road Min 3.6) The Clerk now had a contact for Vision Park and hoped to
have turther information at the next meeting.

C'ouncillor P. Bishop sought views on one of the lay-bys in Station Road being designated for
residents’ parking, since five houses had no off-street parking and found it difficult to park
nearby. The lay-bys were often empty but had limited waiting time. It was suggested that
nobody had a right to park on the road and that it might set a precedent, but the consensus was
that one of the lay-bys could be designated for residents’ parking, at least while the existing
problem of employee parking remained.

Councillor A. Cornell noted that cars often parked at right angles in the lay-by opposite the
Railway Vue and overhung the pavement, causing difficulties for some pedestrians. It was
AGREED that the Traffic Warden should be asked to check this.

HIGHWAYS

Experimental Closure of Bridge Street, Cambridge

The County Council had published results of the monitoring of the closure of Bridge Street
and sought comments. Members believed that the traffic policies in Cambridge were driving
people to shop in other towns, such as Peterborough, and that the City Centre was becoming a
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tourist attraction. It was AGREED to write to the County Council opposing the continuation
of the experimental closure.

Weight Restriction, Milton Road

The County Council had agreed to carry out a survey of HGV traffic on Milton Road in
March. The Chairman commented that there was already evidence of vehicles running on the
verges, while the post on the section without footpaths were knocked down.

Councillor P. Bishop reported that he was working with Councillor Reynolds on the problem
of lorries on local road networks and a resolution had been passed to look at policy on minor
roads. with particular emphasis on roads adjoining the A14. The officers were to consult
various bodies, including the Road Haulage Association, and draw up a strategy and action
plan assessing the dangers to rural communities.

C‘ouncillor R. Brown commented on the County claiming to have no money, but having spent
£20,000 on an abortive cycleway. Councillor Bishop stated that £9,000 had been spent on the
feasibility study and £11,000 on design work. He had been assured that this would not
happen again.

It was AGREED to await further information from the County Council.

RESOLVED to request a precept in the sum of £43,500 for the year 1998/99.
MILLENNIUM

A meeting between Histon Church and the joint Millennium Sub-Committee had been held
and a note of some points discussed about the proposed community centre was read out. [t
was proposed, /nter alia, that it be owned by Trustees independent of the PCC and Parish
Councils, that it be run by a Management Committee, all members pay for use and that there
be no limit on type of use.
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2.2 It was noted that the meeting had been very positive and that the scheme to use the School
Halls was the most straightforward one considered. It was not ideal and discussions were
needed on road layout, but there was a public car park nearby. There did not seem to be any
other sites and the Recreation Ground and Homefield Park, for instance, had been rejected
because 1t was considered unacceptable to lose open land.

123 It was reported that Histon Parish Counci! had passed a resolution at its meeting on 12"
January that a questionnaire be circulated to test public opinion on celebrating the
Millennium, It was noted that a separate questionnaire was being sent to Clubs and Societies
to ascertain whether they would use a community centre.

12.4 Councillor A.J. Cooke felt that the School Halls was the wrong site, having no parking or
room for expansion. He was also sceptical about the suggested costings and believed that
there could be no useful consultation if details of cost and long term financial implications
could not be given. Other members agreed that more information was needed before any
consultation.

2.5 It was proposed by Councillor C. Muncey seconded by Councillor A. Cornell and AGREED
to reiterate the decision taken in November 1997, that realistic costs of the scheme had to be
obtained before any further progress could be made.

2.6 A letter from the Library Service was read, asking for comments on siting the Library, and
perhaps other community services, at the Junior School. It was AGREED to consider this at
the next meeting,
