There were 340 responses to this subsidiary question.  A very wide range of answers was presented, with little consistency except in one area.

There was a clear “no” vote (53% - higher than the corresponding response in question 5) to any building, and particularly strongly felt against development in the Green Belt.

In addition, a number of respondents said “don’t know”.  To these should be added those calling for a more equable distribution of development across the County, including “museum villages south of Cambridge”.
There were thirty comments on this question.  Again, nearly 44% were against development in the Green Belt.  Concern was raised over infrastructure (schools, roads) and seeking more equable distribution, both locally and nationally.

Time restraints were mentioned as possible ways forward (eg missing early morning rush, or allowing deliveries only in the evenings etc).  D T Holmes was identified as a specific problem in the High Street, as were vehicles stopping so that drivers could visit shops in the High Street.

Some respondents wished to see lorries banned from all of the village, and others were concerned that this might be a total ban, rather than just a ban on HGVs using village roads as “rat-runs” etc.

Two votes were recorded for: swimming, fencing, dancing, cinema/theatre, badminton, arts & crafts classes and archery.
The following received a single vote: ten pin bowling, ski slope, shooting, remote control car area, model boating lake, jazz classes, indoor bowls, horse riding, go-kart track, fitness trail, crown green bowls, camera club, BMX, aerobics classes.

However, The Coppice, Henry Morris Road, Spring Close and Impington Lane all scored highly, together with the passageways already mentioned.  Problems seen with maintenance and overhanging trees were raised by some in the comments section.

Of the other, unprompted, comments made, 21 respondents supported CCTV / Litter Warden together with prosecution; 9 suggested encouraging the shops / pubs / takeaways to take responsibility; 6 requested the Brook be cleared.  Others raised points about dealing with broken glass, wheelie bin initiatives and more frequent bin emptying schedules to be introduced.  Some mentioned the very successful litter picks now being undertaken by the WI and many residents put their name forward to join in future community litter picks.

Several residents were not aware of the planting scheme undertaken by the Parish Council in Impington over the last couple of years.  The daffodils at The Coppice, Cambridge Road, New Road and round the village sign, and along the B1049 were the results of this work, with thanks to Unwins for donation of some of the bulbs.  Some were concerned about vandalism, however.  2 new trees are to be planted in early 2003, a gift to the villages from Unwins to celebrate their centenary anniversary.  One of these will replace the maple on the Recreation Ground, sadly lost to disease recently.

Once the sites identified were plotted on maps, it was apparent there was a definite trend of need / wish near to The Green (especially the Play Area); Homefield Park, Recreation Ground; Impington Lane, Park Lane, Station Road, the War Memorial and the High Street.  Additionally, over 30 people wanted more seats at bus stops / shelters.  In all, about 30% of householders responding had made suggestions for sites.  Several comments were received about broken seats and problems with vandalism.  In the months since the questionnaires were collected, a new seat had been placed at The Coppice and the Coronation seat on Cambridge Road repaired.  A derelict seat along the B1049 / Cambridge Road junction had been removed and a seat at Home Close remained temporarily in store following vandalism problems.  A seat had been donated to the Recreation Ground in memory of an Impington resident and Councillor.

Comment: Questionnaires were completed with a priority 1 - 10 (1 being top).  In some cases people ticked boxes, rather than giving a number.  In these cases each tick was given the same numeric score, being the number of ticks.  I.e. two ticks, got both headings a “2”, five “5” etc.

The ranking figure was achieved by averaging the priority, and then placing these averages in order - the lowest average (since 1 was top priority) being ranked 1, the next 2 etc.  Rank 10 corresponds to the largest average.  “Top” is the percentage of “1” votes, and “Bottom” the percentage of “10” votes.

There was a clear age bias in the voting, as might be expected (see table below).
