
the Returning Officer at South 

Cambridgeshire District Council. 
You’ll need to give your name and 

address, and your electoral 
registration number. 

Forms can also be obtained by 
mailing the Parish Clerk at 

clerk@hisimp.net. 

The nomination paper must also 

contain similar particulars of a 
Proposer and a Seconder from 

the same Parish. 

And elected: 

If there aren’t enough candidates 
for all of the seats, then everyone 

who has been nominated will be 

elected - and then the Council can 
co-opt to fill the empty places.  

Obviously it’s best if there are at 
least as many nominations as 

places on the Council! This is key 
for Impington to retain its Quality 

Status.

And then? 
You’re not on your own! 

Both Impington and Histon are 
members of CPALC - the “trade

Councillors alike.

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Who? 
Parish Councillors come in all 

shapes and sizes, from many 
different backgrounds and with all 

sorts of different experiences and 
skills. 

They are ordinary members of the 
community. 

Why? 
If you want to: 

• make a difference 

• help to shape your community 

• help to make the best decisions 
for the people of your community 

• use the skills you have to help 

your community 

• have a stronger voice when 

raising matters of concern with 
County or District Councils and 

other official bodies 

Being a Parish Councillor is one way 

to do this. 

What does it mean? 
Commitment - Councillors are 
elected once every four years- if 

things change for you, you can 
resign - but there’s a lot of learning 

- it’s not a role to take on for a few 
months 

Time - as with anything, the role 

can take up as much time as you 
may want to give it. Attending 

meetings, reading papers, getting 
involved takes, on average, 3 hours 

a week 

Money - Parish Councillors are not 

paid. Out of pocket expenses are 
covered, as are fees for training 

courses, travelling etc. But since 
you’re in your community - there 

shouldn’t be much travelling! 

Political parties - Both Impington 

and Histon Parish Councils are run 
without party politics getting 

involved at all 

Rules - Councillors represent their 
community, their electorate. They 

decide how to spend public money 
- there have to be rules, 

regulations and laws to make sure 
that everything is done correctly. 

None are onerous - and the Parish 
Clerk knows how things are done. 

Decisions - there are lots of 
decisions that you will get involved 

in, some of the more common are: 

• making recommendations on 

planning applications to the 
District Council 

• running the Recreation Ground 

• and the Village Green, Homefield 
Park, the Copse, parts of the 

Coppice, and more 

• provision for our young people, 
workers, events etc 

• working with County & District 
Councils on traffic, street 

lighting, residents issues  

• spending a total of over 

£250,000 

PS Its nothing like the Vicar of Dibley! 

How? 
You need to be:  

• a British or EU national citizen 

• at least 18 years of age 

• free of either a criminal record or 

bankruptcy 

And either 

• on the list of electors for 

Impington or Histon Parish  

or during the whole of the 

preceding year have either: 

• occupied land as owner or tenant 

within the Parish or 

• had a principle place of work 

there or 

• lived within three miles of the 

Parish boundary 

And be nominated:
